$filename: Full path to filename to be executed

$interval: CRON-compatible interval using the following format:

second minute hour dow

second between 0 and 59

execution second, can be * (every second), */x (i.e. */5 for every 5 seconds), or any humber

minute between 0 and 59

execution minute, can be * (every minute), */x (i.e. */15 for every 15 minutes), or any number

hour between 0 and 23

execution hour, can be * (every hour), * /x (i.e. * /2 for every 2 hours), or any number

dow |execution day of the week, can be * (every day), or a value 0-6 (sunday to monday)

For example: “* 0 * *” would execute the script once an hour
